Introduction to Georgia FCCLA Competitive Events

Georgia FCCLA State Competitive Events will showcase individual proficiency and achievement in the knowledge of the Family and Consumer Sciences, Culinary, and Education.  These events will offer individual skill development and application of learning through individualization and competition. These events are not available at the Region Level and competitors will not be advancing to National Competition.

The Georgia FCCLA Competitive Events will recognize accomplishments in individual youth. The belief that everyone can be successful is the foundation of these events. Cooperation and competition are stressed in positive, constructive ways.  

State Events

Interior Design (Design-A-Room)-an individual or partner event (maximum 2 people) recognizes participants who demonstrate their creativity in creating a living space including a floor plan and color scheme. Participants will create a 10-page notebook and display board.
General Requirements

All Georgia FCCLA Competitive Event participants must be State and Nationally affiliated members of an FCCLA chapter. Participants must register for and attend the entire State Leadership Conference to officially enter the competitive events. An individual member may participate in only one event in any given year.  Individual events evaluate one member’s performance. These events are not open to State STAR Events Competitors.

Registration

To register for the Interior Design Event, you must first register the student for State Leadership 

Meeting and click on “Event” next to their name once they are added. You will then click “Interior Design Event”.  Event fee is $5.00.  Once registration has closed, you will receive additional information regarding the 

Event.
State Recognition

All participants will receive a certificate of participation.  The following will be given to the top 3 individuals:

1st Place- $200

2nd Place- $100

3rd Place- $50
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Interior Design
Eligibility
1. Chapters may submit one entry into this event.

2. Participation is open to any Nationally affiliated FCCLA chapter member that has been, or is currently, enrolled in a foundation course of study in Family and Consumer Sciences or Interior Design course.

3.  Participants must be registered for the State Leadership Conference and may not participate in any other State STAR Event.

Procedures and Time Requirements
1. Participants will drop-off display boards and notebooks in the headquarters room on the first day of the State Leadership Meeting, no later than 6:30pm. Display Boards and Notebooks will be on display at the Career & Trade Expo and MUST BE picked up AFTER 3:00pm on the final day of the State Leadership Meeting from the headquarters room
2. Scenario:  Student(s) will create their own scenario.
3. Notebook: Participants must submit a notebook (limit 10 pages). Notebooks do not have to be the official FCCLA binders; choice of binder is at the participant’s discretion. Notebook needs to include:
· Project Identification Page: Name(s), School, School Address, State, Region
· Scenario: Describe the scenario of the family unit, room measurements, and special requests from your client.
· Budget: Break down the amount of money allotted for the space by furnishing and design elements.

· Rationale of Design: Demonstrate a thorough understanding of the space and style.
· Project Description: Describe details about the design, and include samples or information not on the display board.

· Evidence of Research: Document background research and current information that contributed to the design.

· Evaluation: Provide a detailed evaluation of methods used and determine if goals were met.
4. Display Board: Boards may be foam board or mat board, not to exceed 22”x30”. Boards should include:
· Name(s), School, School Address, Region

· Illustrations- use appropriate illustrations to display design choices

· Floor Plan- develop a floor plan drawn to a consistent ¼”=1’ scale with room dimensions labeled correctly
· Furniture Arrangement- design a furniture arrangement that is functional

· Samples- include design choices for flooring, wall treatment, needed furniture, window coverings, accessories, etc
